Adam is
the biographer of Domaine du Castel and Golan Heights Winery, as well as author of The Wine Route of Israel and Wines of Israel. Demetri Walters MW is
an independent wine consultant, seasoned wine judge, wine educator and presenter, who formerly held both retail and trade-orientated positions in the UK
wine trade. Demetri’s Master of Wine thesis was on Cypriot native grape varieties, which brought him back to his family background in the island’s wines. He is

a vocal advocate for Hellenic wine culture, and those of the Eastern Mediterranean.
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
